Initially, the mashup team brainstormed many different plans that ranged from a Bowling party to a Barbeque to a Carnival before we settled on a free night of pizza, music, and fun! 

After months of tireless preparation, The first Mashup was Born on Tuesday, Nov 19th, 2013 at the VFW in manville. Over 100 people attended the event and it was viewed by the consumers and The ARC as a resounding success. 

It was due to the tremendous feedback that both departments agreed to continue this as an annual event.  With the ARC’s support and months of preparation the group decided to go with a Halloween Theme for its next one in October 2014.
